	PROJECT: Create Your Own Project 

	INTRODUCTION:

	Many students have unique experiences related to their career search or areas that would be particularly useful to them for which there exists no written project.  If you find yourself in this situation…saying to yourself…”I would really like to explore______” or “I would really like to get class credit for_________”, then this project may be for you.  
You must make a proposal IN ADVANCE to your instructor about a career-related subject you wish to explore, or an activity related to your career search that you would like to do, or perhaps even build upon a career-related activity that you have done with an NGO, volunteer agency, government office, professional association, or other group.  Your proposal should be succinct, clear, related in some fashion to the professional career development class subject material, and of a length comparable to existing projects.  .
Here are some examples of projects students have done in the past.

Participation/ Analysis of a professional academic class but visited an organization or professional association meeting for employment options were discussed. Compare and contrast of organizations visited and discussed what was gained from the experience. 

Analysis of an work related academic/volunteer project where I lived with a professionally employed family in a different country and culture very

Created a Business Plan for beginning student’s own business upon graduation.

Developed a Personal Marketing Plan for entrepreneur students entering own family run organization.  

Applied for an academic scholarship at the prestigious university in another country that included documents such as study rationale, goals, obtaining references, evaluating personal budget and costs, and developing a specific professional academic specific set of courses to be taken.

Volunteer or part-time professional related Activity that converted to an internship/professional position after my performance was evaluated.

Analysis of a financial portfolio from the viewpoint of a professional money manager who was working for a large wealthy client.

Research Project on a specific unique professional job interest that involves the creation of a unique job search strategy based upon use of the research and networking contacts generated.

	Instructions:

	· Prepare and gain instructors approval for a professional career project plan.  Follow the examples of projects that students have creatively identified in the past.  Your plan must be submitted in advance to your instructor for approval.

· Present in writing your completed project in a format and length that is consistent with other projects described in this class.
