	INTRODUCTION:

	This project will help you prepare for interviewing by understanding your personal qualities as they relate to your future employment.  Part of engaging in a successful job search is understanding yourself and being able to talk about yourself in a way that gives interviewers confidence that you know who you are and where you are going.  Most interviewers have to fill out some type of an evaluation form after completing an interview with each applicant.  
You need to be able to discuss who you are and what kind of environment you work in successfully in an intelligent and thoughtful way.  Becoming comfortable doing this is one of the basic skills you must acquire to become successful at interviewing.  It is important for you to remain humble in your interviews but it is also important for you to be in a position to assist the other person to understand your values, interests, personal qualities, and skills. You need to assist an interviewer in completing the parts of their evaluation form that are relevant to your success on the job.
